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This is a one day tutorial that would be ideal for any trainees in Cellular Pathology, but in particular those approaching the FRCPath Part 2 Examination. Experienced educators, including past and current RCPath examiners in cytology and histopathology, will offer guidance on training and the examination.  Areas covered will include the College training curriculum for cytology, an overview of the NHS Cervical Screening Programme, cytology in the clinical setting and advice on the best approach to the cytology component of the FRCPath examination. 

Workshops in the afternoon will cover both Cervical Cytology and Non-Gynae Diagnostic Cytology with an emphasis on the type of samples that might be expected to appear in the examination.
